3.1.13. RECREATIONAL PLUS LEAGUE means an interclub or intraclub league comprised of 

Division IV Under-10 and/or Under-9 teams in which: 
 

a. Division IV teams formed in compliance with the requirements of Rule 3.4.2.2 choose 
to compete in a Recreational Plus League., or 

 
b.  Division IV teams comprised of U9 and U10 age eligible players formed in compliance 

with Rule 3.5. 
 
Proposed Additions and/or Changes: 
 
3.1.13  RECREATIONAL PLUS LEAGUE means interclub or intraclub league comprised of 

Division IV Under-10 and/or Under-9 teams in which: 
 

a. Division IV teams formed in compliance with the requirements of Rule 3.4.2.2 choose 
to compete in Recreational Plus League.   

 
b.  Division IV teams comprised of U8, U9, and U10 age eligible players formed in 

compliance with Rule 3.5  
 
SECTION ll. JUSTIFICATION FOR THE PROPOSED RULE CHANGE: 
 
This is to clarify which teams are required or eligible to participate in a Recreational Plus League.  
The Recreational Academy Program is specifically designed to allow preparatory training to players 
of age U8, U9, and U10.  There are U8 players which have the skills to play up one age bracket and 
would benefit from the skill training offered by the Recreational Plus League/Recreational Academy 
Program.  The concept behind Recreational Plus League/Recreational Academy Program is player 
development.
