Title of Section: ARTICLE II – VOTING / 2.3. VOTING POWERS

Rule as it presently reads:

2.3.1. MEMBER ASSOCIATIONS. The number of votes which each member association will have shall be determined as follows, based on the most current paid registration figures as provided by the STYSA Registrar to the Executive Committee at least ten (10) days prior to any STYSA General Meeting.

Under 1,000 players ------------------- 1 vote
1,001 - 2,000 players ------------------ 2 votes
2,001 - 3,000 players ------------------ 3 votes
3,001 - 4,000 players ------------------ 4 votes
4,001 - 5,000 players ------------------ 5 votes
5,001 - 6,000 players ------------------ 6 votes
more than 6,000 players -------------- 7 votes
* (Except for associate members - See Constitution, Article VI)

Proposed Additions and/or Changes:

2.3.1. MEMBER ASSOCIATIONS. The number of votes which each member association will have shall be determined as follows, based on the most current paid registration figures as provided by the STYSA Registrar to the Executive Committee at least ten (10) days prior to any STYSA General Meeting.

Under 1,000 players ------------------- 1 vote
1,001 - 2,000 players ------------------ 2 votes
2,001 - 3,000 players ------------------ 3 votes
3,001 - 4,000 players ------------------ 4 votes
4,001 - 5,000 players ------------------ 5 votes
5,001 - 6,000 players ------------------ 6 votes
6,001 - 7,000 players ------------------ 7 votes
7,001 – 8,000 players ------------------ 8 votes
8,001 – 9,000 players ------------------ 9 votes
9,001 – 10,000 players -----------------10 votes 
10,001 players and over------------------10 votes plus 1 vote per each two thousand players in excess of 10,000 (rounded up to nearest 1,000) with a maximum of 15 votes.

Example:          10, 500 registered players ------------------ 10 votes 

                          11,001 registered players ------------------ 11 votes

SECTION II - JUSTIFICATION FOR THE PROPOSED RULE CHANGE:

Every player registered should have voting representation.  Associations should not be penalized for growing just as USYS has been asking for similar voting rights within USSF. Member Associations should have the representative votes to cast on behalf of their registered players concerning STYSA issues, as they are elected to represent them in these decisions. 

In principle it should be based on each and every 1,000 player registrations, as per the first part of the original rule. However, this rule is presented this way as a compromise consistent with the concept that each player does count.  It is important that there be a representative number of votes an Association can have and encourage Associations to grow within STYSA and not to look to alternative ways to increase voting representation.
