A maximum of four (4) Under-10 players (as defined above), may be placed on any Under-11 or older team.

SECTION II - JUSTIFICATION FOR THE PROPOSED RULE CHANGE: 

In years past the rule has been a maximum of four U10 players on U11 and above teams and those teams had a total roster of 18.  With bringing the maximum roster size down, it makes good sense to decrease the number of under age players to be consistent with the previous rule so that you don’t have 1/3 of the team being underage.  Especially with the advent of Academy programs in U9 and U10, the younger players have the same developmental opportunities open to them as do the U11 players (professional training staff).

Rules Committee Recommendation:   Recommends passage as amended.  Since small sided teams are not mandatory and 11 aside Under 11 teams will still exist, the rule needs to continue to contain the requirements for 11 aside teams.
3.4.2 
For 11-a-side teams, a maximum of four (4) Under-10 players (as defined above), may be placed on any Under-11 or older team.  For 8-a-side teams, a maximum of three (3) Under-10 players (as defined above), may be placed on any Under-11 or older team. with a maximum roster size of 12 players.
Executive Committee Recommendation:  With teams in the U11 and U12 age groups being formed for both 8-a-side and 11-a-side play, the Executive Committee agrees that there is a need to include the limitations for both type teams.  The Executive Committee recommends passage of the Rules Committee version.
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
